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Four years ago, when | was elected in Marrakech, 5 main objectives
had been set in order to better meet the members expectations and
widen the scope of discussion to other regional and international
associations. As | approach the end of my term as President of our
Association, it is timely to review our progress during the cycle.
I should also emphasize the activities of the various Commissions
which have completed several projects and are paving the way for the
new cycle 2012-2015.

The first objective « making the best of PIARC major events to

) stimulate the active participation of member governments » has
been achieved. The success of the Quebec City Congress and the Mexico City Congress, as
well as the creation of new National Committees show the dynamism, the commitment and
will of each member government to increase the sense of ownership of their Association.
Since 2009, more than 20 seminars on topics related to road and road transport and to your
concerns have been organized in developing countries and countries in transition. In that
connection, the involvement and the contribution of Technical Committees is remarkable.
The overall coordination of the seminars was performed by the General Secretariat and the
Commission on Technological Exchanges and Development. The Seminars gathered a large
attendance and were very much appreciated.

The second objective was to « develop services and products directly linked to the
members’ needs, both in terms of content and means of disseminating the
information”. With that in mind, the Association’s website has been revamped and
improved. In order to make sure that the areas of study are in line with the members’ needs,
the preparation process of the new Strategic Plan has also been revised by the Strategic
Planning Commission. This has enabled to speed up the preparation process and submit the
draft Strategic Plan to Council one year earlier. It became therefore possible for Technical
Committees to start their work much earlier, while ensuring continuity with the previous work.

The overarching themes selected for the 2012-2015 Strategic Plan reflect the challenges and
issues related to sustainable mobility for people and goods that you are faced with within
your road administration, or as a road and transport professional. The themes Management
and Performance, Access and Mobility, Safety, and Infrastructure not only provide
continuity with the previous Strategic Plan, but they also reflect the issues and concerns that
have emerged over the last four years.

Caring about members’ needs and developing services and products also means
establishing links with regional associations, thereby facilitating a more efficient participation
of a number of regions in the work of Technical Committees. The Association should
therefore be proud of being able to carry out a cooperation program with five regional
associations (DIRCAIBEA, ASANRA, AGEPAR, AFERA and REAAA) on topics of interest for
its members.
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In addition, discussions over the last years with several regional organizations, in particular
with lbero-American countries, through DIRCAIBEA, with Asia, through REAAA, with the
United States through AASHTO, with Australia (Austroads) and with India (IRC) resulted in
the signature of memorandums of agreement (MoUs), some of which were signed in Mexico
City on the occasion of the World Road Congress. Such MoUs have enabled the Association
not only to strengthen its relationship with those various organizations and countries, but also
to ensure long term visibility and cooperation to many projects in all regions of the world.

With regard to cooperation, the Association’s active participation in the United Nations Road
Safety Collaboration illustrates the Association’s commitment to work with other
organizations. More specifically, in October 2012, the Association confirmed its determination
to be part of a worldwide effort in favour of road safety, by adopting a declaration in support
of the United Nations Decade of Action for Road Safety.

The most outstanding event of this cycle is obviously the World Road Congress which took
place in Mexico City and which turned out to be an exceptional success in many respects. |
would like to congratulate once more the Government of Mexico for the wonderful and
remarkable organization they have provided. After the Congress, a lot of work has been done
on analyzing the results and on reporting, allowing us to draw a very positive assessment of
this event.

It is also important to point out that more than 20 technical reports prepared by the 17
Technical Committees have been published during the past year. The reports—available on
the website of the Association—provide an insight into best practice throughout the world
and on the latest trends regarding the many issues facing the road sector.

This post-congress year was also the starting point of the new 2012-2015 work cycle for the
Association. The kick-off meetings of the 17 Technical Committees took place in Paris in
March 2012 and have enabled to examine in detail the terms of reference defined in the
Strategic Plan of the Association. The finalized version of the Strategic Plan, to which
adjustments were made after the kick-off meetings, will be submitted to the Council for
approval in Lucerne.

The third objective was aimed at “fully involving the National Committees in the on-
going discussions and work of the Commissions, and encouraging the creation of
new National Committees”. This ambitious objective has also been achieved as the
Association now has 5 new National Committees compared to 2009, bringing the number of
National Committees to 37. This growth is undoubtedly linked to the new provision enabling
to recognize as a National Committee regional associations sharing the same interests as
those of our Association. The dynamism of the forum of National Committees has enabled to
complete the revision of the guide for creating a National Committee. The forum of National
Committees has continued the regular production of the “Newsletter of National
Committees”, an ideal tool for an optimal dissemination of information. The Commission on
Communications and International Relations has also contributed to achieving that objective
thanks to the preparation of brochures intended for member governments, regional
authorities, and individual and collective members, describing the benefits of becoming a
member of the Association, of getting involved in it and contributing to developing
knowledge. They are key items to promote our Association. It is also worth mentioning the
production of a guide intended for First Delegates helping them to fulfil their role within the
World Road Association, with a summary of their responsibilities.
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The next generation of road experts was also among the objectives | had set myself.
Fostering the development of careers in the field of transportation and obtaining the
participation of young professionals in the debate on sustainable mobility is an
objective shared by all road administrations. The Commission on Communications and
International Relations contributed to achieving it by introducing a “Young Professionals
Prize” awarded on the occasion of the World Road Congress.

Ensuring a follow-up and a control of expenditure and seeking new funding resources
to sustain the Association and enabling it to fund Association projects. This was the
fifth objective which materialized in the setting up of a Task Force on the Road Safety
Manual, and another Task Force on Security of Transport Infrastructure.

With regard to the financial health of the Association, there is reason for optimism thanks to
the revenue from the congresses and the support from France as to the offices and the staff
it provides. However, the Finance Commission, within the framework of its mandate, will still
have to maintain careful control on income and expenditure, and in particular, secure
satisfactory financial agreements related to the World Road Congress and the International
Winter Road Congress.

At the end of my term as President, I'm pleased that we have met the challenges! | wish to
share this success with you because without the support of the Council and of the Executive
Committee, and without the work of the Commissions and of the team of the General
Secretariat, such results would have been more difficult to achieve. | am convinced that the
World Road Association will continue its mission, i.e. serving its members. The
Association’s leading role in sharing and exchanging knowledge on policies and practice in
the field of roads and road transport in an integrated context of sustainable transport and
land planning is without doubt secured.

| wish to reiterate here the crucial importance of the work of Technical Committees, in which
hundreds of specialists appointed by their government contribute to sharing and developing
knowledge, thanks to their participation in the work on topics in connection with our
concerns. | am deeply grateful to them, and also to the Secretary General and his team in
Paris, for their work and their support, which have enabled me to fully assume my
responsibilities as President. It has been an honour for me to represent you and to contribute
to the ever increasing influence of your Association.

| am sure that the new President and the new Executive Committee will benefit from the
same support. | wish them good luck in steering the Association during the next four years.

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2.1 Executive Committee

The Executive Committee manages the Association in accordance with the guidelines and
decisions of the Council, with the goal (Goal 1) set by the Strategic Plan to constantly
improve the management and operation of the Association.

The Executive Commlttee holds two meetings a year. The first one takes place during the
first half of the year. In 2012, the first meeting took
place on 12-13 April 2012 in Reykjavik (Iceland).
The second one will take place immediately before
the Council meeting, on 23 October 2012 in
Lucerne (Switzerland). Between the two meetings,
the members of the Executive Committee are
. consulted by mail or electronic mail on certain
topics.

In addition to considering the proposals made by the Commissions (see below) and the
related decisions, the Executive Committee has, in particular, covered the following issues
over the past year:

appointment to positions of Chairs and Secretaries of Technical Committees which had
not been fulfilled at the Executive Committee meeting in Mexico City in September 2011
(4 Chairs and 15 Secretaries appointed following a vote by electronic means);
preparation of the renewal of the Executive Committee for 2013-2016;

recognition of the new National Committee of Ireland and signature of a memorandum of
agreement (MoU) with Austroads;

modifications to be made to the corporate documents of the Association;

examination of the results of the XXIVth World Road Congress in Mexico City;

approval of the call for papers for the XIVth International Winter Road Congress in
Andorra in February 2014;

the process for appointing honorary members which will be submitted to the Council in
Lucerne.

The Strategic Planning Commission (SPC), chaired by Jim BARTON, met on 11 April 2012 in
Reykjavik, Iceland.

The SPC Commission has in particular:

- finalized the General Report of the World Road Congress in Mexico
City, prepared by Mexico, with the assistance of the General Secretariat;
made an assessment of the implementation of the 2008-2011 Strategic
Plan;
drawn lessons for the 2012-2015 cycle, in particular regarding
procedures for quality assurance and quality control for the production of
Technical Committees;
finalized the terms of reference of the 2012-2015 Strategic Plan following the first
meetings of the new Technical Committees held in March 2012. The modifications
compared to the draft circulated in Mexico City have been examined by the Executive
Committee and are submitted for approval to the Council meeting in Lucerne;
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followed up the work of Technical Committees of the 2012-2015 cycle after the kick-off
meetings of Technical Committees held in Paris in March 2012 ;
considered the topics of the call for papers of the XIVth International Winter Road
Congress, Andorra, February 2014.

The Strategic Planning Commission will meet on 22 October 2012.

The Finance Commission, chaired by Carlo MARIOTTA, met on 3 April 2012 in Zurich
(Switzerland) and on 12 September 2012 in Riga (Latvia). According to Goal 8 in the
Strategic Plan assigned to the Finance Commission, the Finance
Commission focused on the good financial health of the Association by
reviewing:

the 2011 accounts,

the implementation of the 2012 budget,

the financial results for the Association from the World Road
Congress in Mexico City in September 2011,

the draft 2013 budget,

the accounts of the Association over the 2008-2011 period,

the funding proposals for Association projects.

The Communication and International Relations Commission (CIRC) chaired by Menno
HENNEVELD, met on 7 and 8 February 2012 in Paris (France).

During the past year, the Commission has achieved the following:

- the Commission has proposed to implement performance indicators for the follow-up of
the audience of the various activities of the Association. The Commission shall report
annually to the Executive Committee on the follow-up of indicators;
the Commission has identified the content of a questionnaire for a
satisfaction survey of First Delegates; a survey of First Delegates will
be carried out every 2 years by electronic means;
the Commission has proposed rules for the awarding of a “National
Committees Prize” which would be awarded to the National
Committee whose activity has contributed to increase the visibility of
the Association;
the Commission has followed up the development process of the new websﬂe of the
Association and the work of the Editorial Committee of Routes/Roads.

The Technological Exchanges and Development Commission, chaired by
Abdul Karim JUDIN, did not hold any new meeting during 2012 as the
Commission’s tasks were reallocated to the other Commissions starting in
2012.
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2.2 Conference of PIARC National Committees

Under the leadership of the Chairman of the Conference of National
Committees, Friedrich ZOTTER (Austria), the activities over the last
twelve months have focused on the following:

the dissemination of information among the National Committees,
mainly through the quarterly newsletter published in English, French
and Spanish; the General Secretariat is responsible for the layout and
uploading the newsletter on the website; issue 30 of the newsletter
was circulated in September 2012;

- regular publication in the Routes/Roads magazine of a section entitled
“Forum for PIARC National Committees; over the past year, the
National Committee of Argentina, Canada, Portugal and Uruguay were
featured;
cooperation with the Association’s Commissions;
dissemination of the Guide for creating a National Committee to the
Chairs and Secretaries of National Committees at the end of 2011.

2.3 General Secretariat

adjustment of contents in line with the setting up of the new
Technical Committees of the 2012-2015 cycle;

organization of kick-off meetings for the 2012-2015 new cycle in =
March 2012 in Paris-La Défense for all Technical Committees; four 3-day meetings
were organized, scheduled according to each of the four Strategic Themes;
preparation of the XIVth International Winter Road Congress in Andorra (February
2014) in close cooperation with the local organizing committee and the Technical
Committees involved (see paragraph 2.4.2) ;

publication of Technical Committee reports of the 2008-2011 cycle (see paragraph
2.7);

follow-up of cooperation with partner associations and institutions (see paragraph
2.8);

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2.4 Congresses of the World Road Association

This Congress, held under the general theme “Mobility, Sustainability and Development” was
opened by the President of the Republic of Mexico, Felipe
Calderdn Hinojosa.

The Congress was a (great success, attracting 4814
delegates from 106 countries participating in the technical
programme of the Congress. The exhibition, with country
pavilions and company booths, was also very successful,
with all spaces sold out and thousands of visitors.

m sl 'W.’ The Association’s pavilion at the exhibition hosted the

presentatlons by National Committees, by the Committee on
Terminology, the Technical Committee on Road Tunnels and
the Technical Committee on Road Network Operations, and by
the HDM-4 software developers.

The DVD of the Proceedings of the Congress was circulated to
each congress participant and disseminated to the member
countries, according to the rights granted by their membership. It is available for purchase at
the General Secretariat.

For the XIVth edition of the Congress, in addition to the Winter Service Technical Committee,
two more Technical Committees will be involved in the preparation of the technical
programme of the Congress: the Technical Committee on Road Tunnel Operations (TC 3.3)
and the Technical Committee on Road Bridges (TC 4.3).

The content of the call for papers was approved by the Executive Committee in April 2012.
The General Secretariat developed the online application for submitting abstracts; it was
made available in June 2012.

The Organizing Committee released the first congress announcement. Dissemination of the
printed version has been going on since the beginning of September 2012. The first
congress announcement is available online on the congress dedicated website:
www.aipcrandorra2014.org

The memorandum of understanding has been prepared jointly by the host country and the
General Secretariat, and will be submitted for approval in Lucerne.

The Congress was promoted by the General Secretariat at the exhibition of the Nordic Road
Association Congress in June 2012 in Reykjavik (Iceland).

As a reminder, the memorandum of understanding for the organization of the Congress was
signed at the closing ceremony of the World Road
Congress in Mexico City.

The Secretary General travelled to Seoul in May 2012
for a first series of meetings with the various
stakeholders in the organization of the congress in
2015. Focus was on developing the preparation schedule in more detail.
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2.5 Technical Committees and Task Forces

The kick-off meetings of Technical Committees of the new cycle 2012-2015 took place from
6 to 29 March 2012 in Paris-La Défense. During the meetings, the Technical Committees
examined in detail the terms of reference set out in the 2012-2015 Strategic Plan. A finalized
version of the Strategic Plan--which includes several amendments approved by the
Executive Committee—will be submitted to the Council for approval in Lucerne.

The Technical Committees are expected to finalize their work programme at their second
meeting. Most of them are scheduled between September and November 2012.

A number of regional groups have been set up:

Rural Roads (TC 2.5) in Latin America with DIRCAIBEA (Council of Iberian and Ibero-
American Road Directors) and in Africa with AGEPAR (Association of African Road
Managers and Partners);

Road Safety (TC 3.1 and 3.2) in Latin America with DIRCAIBEA;

Management of Road Assets (TC 4.1) in Latin America with DIRCAIBEA,

Road Pavements (TC 4.2) in Latin America with DIRCAIBEA.

A regional group remains to be set up on Financing (TC 1.2) in Latin America with
DIRCAIBEA.

Cooperation is currently being discussed between Technical Committee 2.1 and ARMFA
(African Road Maintenance Funds Association).

Discussions are continuing with ASANRA (Association of Southern African National Roads
Agencies) on cooperation on topics related to road safety and management of road assets.

Cooperation with working groups of REAAA (Road Engineering Association of Asia and
Australasia) on road pavements and road network operations is deferred for further
discussion after the REAAA conference in March 2013.

Strategic Plan 2012-2015 renewed the goal to organize two
seminars per Technical Committee for this cycle. Over the year
2012, two seminars are scheduled and have been prepared with the
related Technical Committees; one in Santiago (Chile) on long road
tunnels, jointly with Technical Committee on Road Tunnels (TC 3.3), ;i
the other one in November in Salvador on rural roads with Technical Committee 2 5.

Task Force 1 on the Road Safety Manual was set up in 2011. The work phase related to
defining the contents of the Manual has been entrusted to ARRB Group (Australia) following
an international call for tenders. The contract started in early January 2012. Phase 1, i.e.
developing the architecture of the Manual was completed in June 2012. Phase 2, i.e defining
the content of each chapter is currently in process and should be completed in May 2013.
Phase 3 will be devoted to the drafting of the various chapters.

At the end of September, the General Secretariat circulated the call for nominations to
participate in the activities of Task Force 2 on Infrastructure Security.

2.6 Improvements to the website www.piarc.org

The website is at the heart of the Association’s communications and operations. A new
version of the website was introduced on the occasion of the World Road
Congress in Mexico City at the end of September 2011.

The new version was developed taking into consideration the results of a
satisfaction survey and the suggestions made by the Commission on
Communications and International Relations and by the Commission on
Technological Exchanges and Development.

The main new features are:
ergonomics for navigation ;
merging of the public area of the website and the area reserved for members into a single
website; the information reserved for members appears with orange tabs;
introduction of a new section called “Knowledge Base”, enabling access to the production
and activities of the Association according to topics;
restructuring of the members database now linked to the website; this, among others,
enables members to access their own data and update them online if necessary.

The Spanish version of the website is updated by the secretariat of the Spanish National
Committee (ATC).

Lastly, the home page of the website is
; available in Korean and Japanese.

More languages will be available in the future.

In February 2012, the General Secretariat recruited a webmaster full time in order to ensure
ongoing improvement of the website and provide technical assistance to Technical
Committees. This has also allowed to improve the layout of technical reports and search
engine optimization. The benefits are an increased number of visits of the website as shown
below:

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2.7 Publications
2.7.1 Rapports

At the end of the 2008-2011 cycle, the Technlcal Committees had announced the production
of 61 technical reports. At the j

beginning of September 2012, 49 O e
reports were forwarded to the
General Secretariat in at least one
language version (English or
French). Twelve reports and several
translations are still to be received.

In addition, the translation into
Spanish of 19 reports is in process
or completed.

In April 2012, on proposal of the
Secretary General, the Executive
Committee decided that reports
would from now on be published in
separate language versions, as a PDF file. The reports are available in the Virtual Library of
the Association’s website.

Since October 2011 and until September 2012:

26 Technical reports have been published and uploaded (all in English and French,
except for two reports currently published in one language);

12 are under preparation at the General Secretariat for publication before the end of
2012.

The list of those reports is included in appendix 3 of this Annual Report.

The latest reports are announced in Routes/Roads and in the electronic newsletter. In
addition, new release notes are circulated by e-mail.

2.7.2 Routes/Roads magazine

Routes/Roads is the quarterly magazine of the Association, published in English and French,
with a circulation of 5,700 copies and disseminated in 142 countries. The last three issues,

including a double issue, focused on:

the XXIVth World Road Congress, including the Congress
General Report and the papers by the seven winners of the

The Editorial Committee has been operational since 2010 and
comprises around 10 members. They met by video conference every three months during
the past year. Thanks to the involvement of the members, a theme approach was decided for
feature articles and a schedule of topics for the 2012-2015 period.
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2.8 Cooperation with other associations/organizations

Promoting cooperation with regional road administrations and with international organizations
having similar objectives is one of the goals of the Association’s Strategic Plan.

The past year was marked by several actions that contribute to this goal:

the President represented the Association in the meetings of the United Nations Road
Safety Collaboration held in Geneva and New York;

the General Secretariat participated in meetings of regional road authorities
organizations, namely of the Conference of European Directors of Roads (CEDR) and
the Council of Iberian and Ibero-American Road Directors (DIRCAIBEA);

preparation by the General Secretariat and the Nordic Road Association of a new
memorandum of understanding which will be submitted to the Executive Committee for
approval in Lucerne;

preparation by the General Secretariat and the Baltic Road Association of a
memorandum of understanding which will be submitted to the Executive Committee for
approval in Lucerne;

revision of the memorandum of understanding with the International Tunnelling and
Underground Space Association;

the General Secretariat has maintained regular contacts with the Organization for
Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD), the World Bank, and the
Transportation Research Board (TRB), for exchanges of information on current activities
and projects.

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Annex 2: Strategic Plan 2012-2015

At its meeting in Mexico City in September 2011, the Council approved the Strategic Plan
2012-2015. The Council delegated to the Executive Committee minor modifications that
could result from the comments made by the Council members, from the discussions at the
Congress and from suggestions by the Technical Committees. The final version will be
submitted to the Council at its 2012 meeting in Lucerne.
