The Austroads Board comprises the chief 
executives or their delegates of the Australian and New Zealand road agencies. Prior to the 
MoU, Austroads provided the secretariat for the Australian and New Zealand National 
Committee of the World Road Association, a separate entity. The new arrangements 
streamline the operation and reduce administrative effort.

Also 
participate in OECD/JCMT projects and ISO. There is also a formal agreement with the 
REAAA Australian Chapter.

The last secondee, Claire Murdoch, 
finished following the conclusion of the Mexico Congress.   
Australia/New Zealand are also represented on the Association’s Executive Committee, the 
Strategic Planning Commission and chair the Communications and International Relations 
Commission. 
A national level essay competition was conducted in conjunction with the Mexico Congress 
with the winner attending the Congress as a prize.
